For the European Pulp & Paper Industry it has become the most crucial issue for its competitiveness. Ever increasing energy prices, the commitment that the European Commission made to binding (renewable) energy targets for 2020 and Carbon Emission Trading schemes, emphasise the urgency of improved energy-efficiency for the Paper Industry. What could be done differently with new innovations? And how can today‘s visions be turned into energy solutions of the future?
